Pilgrim’s Progress is the title of John Bun-
yan’s classical allegorical work. It catalogs 
the journey of Christian, a man who is 
seeking his salvation on a pilgrimage to 
Heaven. Along the way, Christian encoun-
ters many obstacles that test his faith as 
well as many characters that are useful 
in showing him the difference between 
right and wrong, from the perspective of 
Christian religious faith. After Christian 
attains his heavenly reward, his family 
completes a pilgrimage to join him. Told 
as a dream, this seventeenth century 
religious classic uses Bible verses mixed 
with allegorical characters to preach its 
evangelist message.

How are you progressing in your faith 
journey? The vision statement of our 
congregation is: “A Strong Community 
of Christian Faith That Welcomes and 
Engages All People in Personal and Spiri-
tual Growth.” How is that happening for 
you? What criteria do you use to evalu-
ate your progress? Do you experience 
God’s presence in the world? If so, how 
do you discern that? Do you experience 
God’s presence in your life? How do you 
discern that? What about the community 
of Christian faith known as Glenview 
Community Church? How is the congre-
gation growing spiritually? What markers 
suggest that growth has occurred?  

A good way to determine our growth 
individually and corporately is to spend 
some time reflecting on how our thinking 
and acting have changed. Am I more lov-
ing now than I was last month, last year, 
or ten years ago? What about us as a faith 
community?  Are we more loving toward 
each other than we were last year or in 
2005? Are we more just in our attitude 
and actions toward others? In what ways 
have we done everything in our power to 
work for peace in our relationships with 
others? Are we less prejudiced now than 
we were last year or have we only shifted 
our prejudices toward a different person 
or group? Have we expanded or reduced 
our relationships? Are we more inclusive 
or exclusive in our interactions with other 

people? Are we more hospitable and wel-
coming now than we were in May 2009?

Periodically, it is helpful for us to explore 
our progress. Now may be that time 
for you.  Having elected leaders at the 
Annual Congregational Meeting, this 
is an appropriate time to reflect on our 
progress as a congregation.  How is your 
progress, my progress, our progress as 
pilgrims?
